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Article 1

The name of this organization shall be "Rinsen Elementary School PTA" and its office
shall be located in Rinsen Elementary School.(1-9-17 Hiroo, Shibuya-ku, Tokyo)
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Section 2 Purpose
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Article 2

The purpose of the PTA shall be to promote and assist the sound physical and mental
development of the children enrolled in the school, in cooperation with the school,
families, and local community.
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Article 3

The PTA shall operate as a democratic body for the purpose of promoting education. It
shall engage in no activities influenced by particular political parties or religions, and no
activities of a purely commercial nature.
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Article 4

The membership of the PTA shall be as follows.

1. Parents or guardians of children enrolled in Rinsen Elementary School and faculty
and employees of the school who support the aims of the PTA.
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Article 5



PTA membership fees shall be as follows.(current as of 2020 school year)
1. ¥ 400 per family.
School faculty and employee members of the PTA, ¥ 400 per month.
2. Membership fees for the entire 12-month period shall be remitted as a single
payment.
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Section 5 Accounting
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Article 6

The expenses of the PTA shall be covered by membership fees and other income.
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Article 7

The accounting of the PTA shall be based on the budget passed at the General Meeting.
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Article 8

The settlement of accounts of the PTA shall be examined by the Auditors and approved
at the General Meeting.
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Article 9

The accounting fiscal year of the PTA shall extend from April 1 through March 31 of the
following year.
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Section 6 Officers and Auditors
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Article 10

The PTA shall elect the following Officers and Auditors.

1. Chairperson: one person

2. Vice-Chairperson: more than 2 people (more than 2 parents and one teacher)
3. Secretary: more than 3 people (more than 2 parents and one teacher)

4. Treasurer: more than 3 people (more than 2 parents and one teacher)

5. District Committeeperson: one person

6. Auditor: from 2 to 4 people (1~3 parents and one teacher)
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Article 11

The Officers and Auditors of the PTA shall be elected as follows.

1. The Officers and Auditors of the PTA shall be elected at the General Meeting in March.
2. The Recommendation Committee for Candidates for Officers and Auditors of the PTA
(abbreviated below as Recommendation Committee) shall recommend as Candidates for
the positions of Officers and Auditors persons chosen from among the ordinary
membership of the PTA and with the consent of the persons recommended. The school
shall select the candidates for school faculty / employee Officers and Auditor.

3. The composition of the Recommendation Committee shall be as follows, and the name
of its members shall be announced to all members of the PTA: a total of eight or more
members, consisting of one representative for each class and two or more members
representing the school faculty and employees; the Recommendation Committee
Chairperson to be selected by a vote of the Officers.

4. The Chair of the Recommendation Committee must inform all members of the PTA of
the names of the candidates seven days before the election takes place.
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Article 12

The term of office of the Officers shall be as follows.

1. The term of office of the Officers shall be one year, beginning April 1 and ending March
31 of the following year. However, Officers may be reelected. The term for District
Committeeperson shall be 2 years, beginning April 1 and ending March 31 two years
hence.

2. The term in office of the Officers and Auditors of the PTA shall be as follows.

Chairperson: May serve for maximum of 2 consecutive
years.

Vice-Chairperson: May serve for maximum of 3 consecutive
years.

Secretary: May serve for maximum of 3 consecutive
years.



Treasurer: May serve for maximum of 2 consecutive
years.

District Committeeperson: None

Auditor: May not continue
3. Should one of the Officer positions become vacant, a replacement may be elected by
the Steering Committee.
4. The term of office of replacement Officers shall be for the remainder of the term of the
Officers whom they replace.
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Artlcle 13
The duties of the Officers and Auditors of the PTA shall be as follows.
1. The Chairperson shall act as the representative of the entire PTA.
2. The Vice-Chairpersons shall assist the Chairperson with his or her duties and serve
in place of the Chairperson if he or she is unable to perform his or her appointed duties.
In addition, the Vice-Chairpersons shall act as moderator at General Meetings,
Committee Meetings and Steering Committee Meetings.
3. The Secretaries shall perform general duties such as taking minutes and notifying
members.
4. The Treasurers shall perform all bookkeeping functions, such as preparing budgets,
settling accounts, etc.
5. The District Committeeperson attends the committee meeting and cooperates with the
community.

6. The Auditors shall audit the books of the PTA.
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Article 14

There shall be two types of General Meetings, Regular General Meetings and
Extraordinary General Meetings and they shall be held as follows.

1. Regular General Meetings shall be held twice each school year, in April (or in May if
there is no other alternative) and in March. April General Meeting: Report on the
business of the previous school year, approval of the balance sheet, plans for the business
of the new school year, deliberation on the proposed budget.
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March General Meeting: Election of Officers and Auditors
2. A Regular General Meeting shall be held whenever the Steering Committee
deems it
necessary, or whenever a request for the holding of such a meeting is
requested by
one-tenth or more of the membership of the PTA.
3. All members of the PTA shall be informed of proposed measures a minimum
of seven
days before the vote is to be taken on the measures in question.
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Article 15

A General Meetings may be convened if one-fifth or more of the PTA membership is
present (including members present by proxy), and proposals shall be decided by a
majority vote.
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Section 8 Steering Committee
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Article 16

The Steering Committee shall comprise the Officers, the heads and subheads of the
various departments, the members of the committees, the Principal,the school faculty
or employees in charge of each department, and such other persons as are considered
appropriate.
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Article 17

The Steering Committee shall meet a minimum of once per quarter. Also, a minimum of
half of the members must be present in order for deliberations and decisions to take
place.
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Artlcle 18

The duties of the Steering Committee shall be as follows.

1. Making modifications and adjustments to the activity plans for the various
departments.

2. Drafting of proposals for submission at General Meetings.

3. Appointment of special committee members, if necessary.

4. Other deliberations and decisions necessary to the operation of the Steering
Committee.
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Section 9 Board of Officers
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Article 19

The Board of Officers shall comprise the Officers, the heads of the various departments,
and the Principal.
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Article 20

The Board of Officers shall meet whenever necessary.
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Article 21

Matters requiring particular urgency may be dealt with on the basis of consultation by
the Board of Officers, or between the Officers and the principal. However, the results of
all such decisions and actions must be reported to and approved by the Steering
Committee.
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Article 22
To further the activities of the PTA, a School Year Department, a Publicity Department,
School Grounds Opening Committee, Recommendation Committee and “Mimamori-tai”
volunteer group shall be established. The duties of each department, committee
members shall be as follows.
1. School Year Department: Matters related to understanding of and collaboration in
school education, as well as home education.
2. Publicity Department: Matters related to publicity.
3. School Grounds Opening Committee: Matters regarding the open use of the school
grounds.
4. Recommendation Committee: Prescribed it in Article 11.
5. “Mimamori-tai” volunteer group: Matters regarding planning and supporting of a
variety of events.
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Article 23



Each department shall have a head and sub-head appointed. Each committee shall
have a chairperson and sub-chairperson appointed. Their respective terms shall be
one year. However, multiple consecutive terms may be served.
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Article 24

The department heads shall convene meetings of the Departmental Committee in order
to communicate and examine information regarding the activities of the departments.
Chairpersons shall do likewise for their committees.
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Article 25

Officers and the Principal may attend Departmental meetings and Committee meetings
in order to express their views.
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Section 11 Privacy Policy
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Article 26

The PTA is committed to maintaining the collection, use and management of personal
information which is necessary for the PTA activity, properly under the “Rules of
handling personal information”, set forth in PTA Bylaws.
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Section 12 Amendments
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Article 27

The PTA rules may be amended on the basis of agreement by two thirds of the attendees
at a General Meeting.
